Apple’s contract manufacturers 
Foxconn and Wistron, computer 
firm Dell and domestic company 

Lava are among the 19 companies that 
have applied for investments under the 
production-linked incentive (PLI) sch -
eme for IT hardware manufacturing, the 
Ministry of Electronics and IT said on 
Tuesday. 

According to the ministry, the scheme 
is expected to lead to total production 
worth around ~1.6 trillion. 

Out of the total production, IT hard-
ware companies have proposed produc-
tion worth over ~1.35 trillion, and domes-
tic companies have proposed production 
to the tune of more than ~25,000 crore, 
Meity said in a statement. 

“The electronics hardware manufac-
turing companies that have applied 
under category IT Hardware Companies 
are Dell, ICT (Wistron), Flextronics, 
Rising Stars Hi-Tech (Foxconn) and 
Lava," Meity said. 

Fourteen other companies have filed 
applications under the category of 

domestic companies. They are Dixon, 
Infopower (JV of Sahasra and MiTAC), 
Bhagwati (Micromax), Syrma, Orbic, 
Neolync, Optiemus, Netweb, VVDN, 
Smile Electronics, Panache Digilife, 
HLBS, RDP Workstations and Coconics. 

"These companies are expected to 
expand their manufacturing operations 

in a significant manner and grow into 
national champion companies in IT 
Hardware production,” the statement 
said. 

Production Linked Incentive (PLI) 
scheme for IT Hardware was notified on 
March 3. The scheme provides an incen-
tive of 1 to 4 per cent to eligible com-
panies on net incremental sales over the 
base year of FY19-20 of goods under tar-
get segments that are manufactured in 
India for a period of four years (FY 2021-
22 to FY24-25). 

Electronics and IT minister Ravi 
Shankar Prasad said the PLI scheme for 
IT Hardware has been a huge success in 
terms of the applications received from 
global as well as domestic companies 
engaged in manufacturing electronics 
hardware products. Industry has reposed 
its faith in India's stellar progress as a 
world class manufacturing destination 
and this resonates strongly, he added. 

The scheme will generate approx-
imately 37,500 direct employment oppor-
tunities in the next four years along with 
creation of additional indirect employ-
ment of nearly three times the direct 
employment, the statement said.

India fast-tracks use of 
foreign-made vaccines

Bharti Airtel has decided to leverage its existing 4G 
network assets to offer  5G network technology. The 
firm expects to launch commercial services across 
the country within four to five months of getting 
spectrum.  It expects the auctions to happen 
sometime at the end of this year or early next year. 

Non-standalone (NSA) 5G is the first or interim 
stage in the evolution of 5G technology which
enables telcos to use their existing 4G core — the 
nerve centre which controls  a network. The 
technology enables telcos to  amortise the 
investments made in 4G and leverage it across the 
5G network, in the process reducing the overall 
capex requirements. For this, the telco has to make 
some investment in new radios for using spectrum 
in a new band such as 3.5 GHZ (a 5G band which will 
be up for auction). In the next generation 5G
technology, telcos will have to replace the 4G core 
with a new 5G-powered core. That will require

substantial additional  investment but would 
enable an array of services which are not possible 
on NSA networks.   The company says that it does
not anticipate making any meaningful change in its mm f

AtopexecutivesaidBhartiAirtelisreadytoA top executive said Bharti Airtel is ready to

switch its network over to 5G ‘any time’ once the 
spectrum in the 3.5 GHZ band is auctioned. 

“We will go for an NSA 5G network and believe 
that, considering the use case scenario, it will be
relevant for the country for the next 10 years, even 
though standalone 5G might beintroduced earlier,”
said the executive.

The Bharti Airtel move clearly differs from The

Reliance Jio which is contemplating a move
directly for a standalone 5G network which is the 
next generation technology.   

The Bharti Airtel executive pointed out that  
the NSA 5G technology also offers low latency (up 
to 10 milliseconds) to support machine-to-
machine functions, smart factories for 
enterprises, and virtual and augmented reality 
services for mobile customers. 

However, it might not be able to handle remote 
robotic surgeryor autonomous cars which require 
lower latency and more precision. 

The difference with standalone 5G networks is 
that it offers lower latency which is required for  
powering many functions such as autonomous
cars, robotic surgery, Internet of Things-based 
critical communications, remote control of critical 
infrastructure, or massive data analytics. 

Many countries and telcos in South  
Korea, Singapore,  the US and China are already
in the process of deploying the 5G core by
replacing 4G core.  

Indirect tax collection

Govt clears FCI’s 
liabilities to NSSF

Pune, 13 April 

The Union government has cleared 
the unsecured debt Food
Corporation of India (FCI) owes the 
National Small Savings Fund (NSSF), 
ending a process that began in 2017. 

The government made the cash 
infusion before the financial year
2020-21 ended, letting FCI begin
FY22 on a clean slate in terms of
unsecured loans. 

Now FCI will have the usual work-
ing capital loans through bonds, ways
and means advances, and short-term
loans on its books. 

The interesting part is that the
Centre has outpaced its own plan
while doing so. The Union Budget
2021-22 had envisaged a cash infu-
sion of ~1.2 trillion to FCI last fiscal 
year (revised estimate for FY21). This 
was close to half the NSSF-FCI loan 
pile, according to estimates. 

This would have kept FCI still
indebted to the NSSF. But the Centre 
paid more, at actuals, to clear the
NSSF debt. 

Due to this one-time settlement, 
FCI will be deleveraged, its financial 
rating will improve, and lenders may 
charge a lower rate of interest on
loans in future.

In a significant move, the Union govern-
ment on Tuesday allowed emergency use 
of foreign Covid-19 vaccines through a fast-
track route, striking off the need for a prior 
local trial. In line with the recommenda-
tions of the National Expert Group on
Vaccine  

Administration for COVID-19 (NEGVAC),
vaccines which have been developed
and are being manufactured in foreign
countries, with approval from health
regulators in the US, UK, European Union 
and Japan, would now be permitted
for emergency use in India. Those in the 
World Health Organisation (WHO) emer-
gency use list will also be allowed. 

Instead of prior local clinical trials, com-
panies must do parallel clinical trials after 
vaccine enters the India market. Also,
the first 100 beneficiaries of such foreign 
vaccines shall be assessed for seven days 

f for safety outcomes before an expansion of 
the immunization programme, the health 
ministry said in a statement. 

So far, Pfizer-BioNTech, Moderna and
AstraZeneca’s vaccines have approvals from
these agencies. In the case of Janssen, a
Johnson and Johnson (J&J) arm, vaccine 
use was paused by the USFDA after inci-
dents of blood clots were reported.

J&J had initiated talks with India to start
clinical trials here. The company could
not be reached for comment. The WHO
list does not mention the Chinese vaccine 
from Sinovac.

The Centre’s indirect tax collection rose by more 
than 12 per cent to ~10.71 trillion in 2020-21 (FY21) 
compared to ~9.54 trillion in the previous year, even
as goods and services tax (GST) mop-up declined 
by 8 per cent. Experts attributed it to the hikes in 
customs duties as well as petrol and diesel taxes, 
coupled with some recovery in consumption dur-
ing the second half. 

The collection was also 8.2 per
cent higher than the revised esti-

mate of ~9.89 trillion, showed the 
preliminary figures released by
the finance ministry. The
numbers are subject to change,

pending reconciliation. 
This helped the overall tax collec-

tion reach ~20.16 trillion in FY21, slightly higher
than the ~20.05-trillion mop-up in the previous
financial year. This was achieved despite a 10 per 
cent decline in direct tax collection.  

Indirect tax comprises goods and services tax, 
excise duty, and customs. Customs duty collection 
stood at ~1.32 trillion during FY21, representing
around 21 per cent growth year-on-year. The col-
lection from central excise duty and service tax
(arrears) was up more than 58 per cent at ~3.91 tril-
lion during 2020-21, as against ~2.45 trillion in FY20.

“The healthy expansion in indirect taxes dur-
ing the pandemic benefited from the higher inci-
dence of taxes and cesses on petroleum products
as well as the recovery in consumption in the sec-
ond half of the year,” said Aditi Nayar, principal 
economist at ICRA. Turn to Page 13 >

aharashtra Chief Minister 
Uddhav Thackeray on
Tuesday announced 15-
day curfew in the state

and sought central help in airlifting
medical oxygen as Covid-19 cases con-
tinue to spike in the state, putting a bur-
den on its health infrastructure.

Public transport will continue but
travel in suburban trains and buses will 
be only for people giving essential serv-
ices. The tightening of curbs comes into
effect on Wednesday night. 

On Tuesday a record 60,212 cases
were reported in the state and the
number of active cases has increased 
to over 500,000. 

While the state is getting oxygen by
road, Thackeray has requested the
Indian Air Force help to airlift supplies. 
“If we do not break the chain now we
will get strangled by the chain,” he said 
while announcing the new measures. 

Last week the state government had 
closed cinema halls, malls, multiplexes,
and places of religious worship. These
restrictions will continue. Restaurants 
and bars will continue to function for 
takeaway services only.

Section 144 of the Code of Criminal 
Procedure, which deals with unlawful
assembly, will continue to remain in
force and no one will be allowed to move
in a public place without valid reason. 

Banks, the stock exchanges, e-com-
merce, cargo services, etc have been
categorised as essential services.
Groceries, dairies, vegetable vendors,
etc will have staggered operations.
